2. Demonstrating the love that He has demonstrated to us. (LOVE DOES)

How? 
 

By welcoming and serving the family who is coming home. (Love and 
serve one another.) 
 

“Look and see, for everyone is coming home! Your sons are coming from 
distant lands; your little daughters will be carried home. Isa. 60:4 (NLT)  
 

“A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you 
must love one another. By this everyone will know that you are my disci-
ples, if you love one another.” John 13:34-35 (NIV) 
 

By reaching out, welcoming, and serving the lost.

“Now go out to the street corners and invite everyone you see.”

By intentionally advancing His love and work in the world (church 
planting/missions).
