Truth Be Told - Week 1

Offering/Dismissal

Thomas said to Him (Jesus), "Lord,... how can we know the way?" Jesus
answered, "l am THE WAY and THE TRUTH and THE LIFE. No one comes
to the Father except through me.” John 14:5-6 (NIV)

THE GREATEST OF ALL TRUTH

(Lessons from an interview with Jesus - John 3:1-21)

1. There is a God who made us and wants to have a relationship with
us.

“Rabbi,” he said, “we all know that God has sent you to teach us. Your
miraculous signs are evidence that God is with you.” v. 2

2. We have been created with and offered the ability to know Him.

“God has sent you to teach us.” Jesus replied, “I tell you the truth, un-
less you are born again, you cannot see the Kingdom of God.” vv. 2-3

3. We all have missed this opportunity.

“How are these things possible?” Nicodemus asked. Jesus replied,
“You are a respected Jewish teacher, and yet you don't understand
these things?” vv. 9-10

For everyone has sinned; we all fall short of God's glorious standard.
Romans 3:23 (NLT)



4. God sent Jesus to redeem that which was lost.

“For this is how God loved the world: He gave His one and only Son,
so that everyone who believes in Him will not perish but have eternal
life. God sent His Son into the world not to judge the world, but to
save the world through Him.” vv. 16-17

5. Mankind has been given a choice to embrace or refuse Him.

“There is no judgment against anyone who believes in Him. But any-
one who does not believe in Him has already been judged for not be-
lieving in God's one and only Son.” v. 18

This choice has ramifications:
e To live eternally with God and His family. Matthew 25:34
e To live eternally separated from God and His family. Matt. 25:41

6. His-story has been fulfilled and validated by the death and resur-
rection of Jesus.

“And as Moses lifted up the bronze snake on a pole in the wilderness,
so the Son of Man must be lifted up, so that everyone who believes in
Him will have eternal life.” v. 14

7. He will return and fulfill His master plan.

...while the cloth that had covered Jesus' head was folded up and ly-
ing apart from the other wrappings. John 20:7 (NLT)
