HOW TO LIVE IN TRUTH 
 
Receive the Truth – (Jesus)  
 
…if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your 
heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. For with 
the heart one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confess-
es and is saved. Romans 10:9-10 (ESV) 
 
Rely on the Truth – (Jesus)   
 
All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for re-
proof, for correction, and for training in righteousness, that the man of 
God may be competent, equipped for every good work.  
2 Timothy 3:16-17 (ESV) 
 
Stand for the truth. 
 
Stand therefore, having fastened on the belt of truth, and having put on 
the breastplate of righteousness… Ephesians 6:14 (ESV) 

Going deeper on your own: What does it mean for you to rely on Jesus 
as your source of truth? Take time this week to identify areas of your 
life where the truth of Jesus needs to be applied. Then implement a 
plan to apply to your life so that you no longer rely on your own under-
standing but on the wisdom of God. A great place to start is with pray-
er. Ask God to reveal areas of your life that still need to be surrendered 
to His truth. Secondly, research scriptures to memorize that will en-
courage you to walk out your faith in whatever areas that still need sur-
render. Share your findings with a close friend to hold you accountable 
as you grow in your walk with Christ.
