The Love We Truly Need (Genesis 29:31-35) 
 

When the Lord saw that Leah was unloved, he enabled her to have chil-
dren, but Rachel could not conceive. So Leah became pregnant and gave 
birth to a son. She named him Reuben, for she said, "The Lord has no-
ticed my misery, and now my husband will love me." 
 

She soon became pregnant again and gave birth to another son. She 
named him Simeon, for she said, "The Lord heard that I was unloved 
and has given me another son." 
 

Then she became pregnant a third time and gave birth to another son. 
He was named Levi, for she said, "Surely this time my husband will feel 
affection for me, since I have given him three sons!" 
 

Once again Leah became pregnant and gave birth to another son. She 
named him Judah, for she said, "Now I will praise the Lord!" And then 
she stopped having children. Genesis 29:31-35 (NLT) 
 
 
  



HOW TO KEEP GOD IN HIS RIGHTFUL PLACE  
 
1. Love Him first. 
 
Now (This time, right now, and perpetual), I will praise the Lord! (v. 35) 
 
 … "I have loved you, my people, with an everlasting love. With unfailing 
love I have drawn you to myself." Jeremiah 31:3 (NLT) 
 
 …nothing can ever separate us from God's love. Neither death nor life, 
neither angels nor demons, neither our fears for today nor our worries 
about tomorrow-not even the powers of hell can separate us from God's 
love. Romans 8:38 (NLT) 
 
2. Love Him perpetually. 
 
"Now, I will praise the Lord!" (v. 35) 
 
3. Love others out of our love for Him.  
 
Jesus said..."Love each other in the same way I have loved you. There is 
no greater love than to lay down one's life for one's friends. You are my 
friends if you do what I command." John 15:12-14 (NLT) 
 

 

Going deeper on your own: Review today's message notes. Have you ever 
thought that pursuing love could become a counterfeit god? Pastor Jay 
stated, "A simple test to see if love has become an idol is if we're too afraid 
of love or too consumed by it. If either is the case, then it has assumed a 
god-like power, distorting our perception of life". Would you agree or disa-
gree? He also stated that "love may have become an idol if its demands on 
us exceed proper boundaries and harm us instead of helping us." Can you 
see how that can happen? But, God's love is perfect. Look back at Leah. 
Think about the woman at the well in John 4. Think back about Zacchaeus 
in Luke 19. Only when they placed their love for God first did peace, fulfill-
ment, and even love with others come to pass. Have you ever placed your 
love for our Lord and Savior first? If not, do it today. Commit your love to 
Him. Maybe there was a time when you did place Him first, yet that love 
has grown cold or displaced by the things or people of this world. Recom-
mit your love to Him today and then think of ways that you could openly 
practice loving Him every day. Write Pastor Jay and tell him what you will 
do to keep our loving God in His rightful place.
