What We Value: The Bible 
 

Big idea: The Bible is a letter from home; read it regularly.  
 

THE BIBLE IS: 1 Book with 2 Parts  
 
• Old Testament - 39 separate books. God’s story of creation & His 

people before Christ. 
• New Testament - 27 separate books. It begins with the life of Christ 

and explains the story of God and His people from Christ on and 
God’s eternal plan. 

• It was written over a period of 1,550 years.  
• It was “Dictated by God” written down by men - 2 Peter 2:1 & 2 

Timothy 3:16.  
• It was written on three continents by more than 40 different scribes 

from different walks of life, different cultures, different time peri-
ods, different places, and in three different languages. 

 

 
 



THE BIBLE’S PURPOSE 
 

The Bible is God’s narrative story about the meaning, purpose, and plan of 
life. (Gen. 1, Ps. 119:89, Ps.119:105, 2 Tim. 3:16-17 & Heb. 4:12)

3:16-20) 

• It explains the origins and Creator of life. (Gen. 1) 
• It explains the meaning and purpose behind life. (Col. 1:16) 
• It explains my place and purpose in life (My Why). (Eph. 1:4-7 & 11) 
• It explains “What the future will hold and what will be.” (Rev. 21:1-5 & 

Jn. 5:24) 
 

WHY WE DO:
