
 Who We Value And Why! 
 

Genesis 1:26-28 NLT | 26Then God said, “Let us make human beings in 
our image, to be like us…27So God created human beings in His own im-
age. In the image of God He created them; male and female He created 
them. 28Then God blessed them and said, “Be fruitful and multiply. Fill 
the earth and govern it...”  
 

We value people. (Imago Dei) 
 

Big Idea: Loving people is risky, but it matters to God, so it’s worth the 
risk.  
 

People are God’s greatest and most prized creations.  
 

Genesis 1:27 NLT | So God created human beings in His own image. In 
the image of God He created them; male and female He created them.  
 

John 4:24 NLT | “For God is Spirit, so those who worship Him 
must worship in spirit and in truth.”  
 

Imago Dei = Spiritually, Physically, Mentally, Morally, and Socially.  
 

Romans 5:12 NLT | When Adam sinned, sin entered the world. Adam’s 
sin brought death, so death spread to everyone, for everyone sinned.  
 
 

 



Although mankind still bears the IMAGE OF GOD, we also bear the 
SCARS OF SIN.  
 

John 3:16-17 NLT | 16“For this is how God loved the world: He gave His 
one and only Son, so that everyone who believes in Him will not perish 
but have eternal life. 17 God sent His Son into the world not to judge the 
world, but to save the world through Him.” 
 

Why don’t people value one another? Because broken things don’t care. 
(Romans 8:6-8 & 1Corinthians 2:14) 
 

Why they should: Relationships are the only thing that will matter in 
eternity. (Mark 12:28-34) 
 

Why we do: We see them through God’s eyes. (John 3:17 & 2 Peter 3:9) 
 

John 3:17 NLT | “God sent His Son into the world not to judge the world, 
but to save the world through Him.”  
 

2 Peter 3:9 NLT | …He does not want anyone to be destroyed, but wants 
everyone to repent.  
 

How we do it: On purpose. (1 Corinthians 9:19-23) 
 

1 Corinthians 9:19-23 NLT | 19Even though I am a free man with no mas-
ter, I have become a slave to all people to bring many to Christ... 22When I 
am with those who are weak, I share their weakness, for I want to bring 
the weak to Christ. Yes, I try to find common ground with everyone, doing 
everything I can to save some.23I do everything to spread the Good News 
and share in its blessings.  
 

 

Going deeper on your own: Pastor Jay said, “It's tragic, yet so often when 
looking upon our fellow man, we miss the image of God because the scars 
of their sins so consume us.” Would you agree or disagree? He also said, 
“How does knowing that everyone has been created in God's image 
change how you see and treat them?” This week pray and ask the Lord to 
help you see yourself and everyone you come in contact with through His 
eyes. Next Step: Intentionally seek out and build a new relationship with 
someone who does not know God.
