Ephesians 4:21-24 NLT | 21 Since you have heard about Jesus and have 
learned the truth that comes from Him, 22 throw off your old sinful na-
ture and your former way of life, which is corrupted by lust and decep-
tion. 23 Instead, let the Spirit renew your thoughts and attitudes. 24 Put 
on your new nature, created to be like God—truly righteous and holy. 
 

We value change, a changed life. 
We are made to become Christ-like. 
 

Genesis 1:26 NCV | Then God said, “Let us make human beings in our 
image and likeness…” 
 

Jesus is: 
The exact likeness of God. (2 Corinthians 4:4 NLT) 
The visible image of the invisible God. (Colossians 1:15 NLT) 
 

Ephesians 4:24 GWT | You were… created to be like God, truly right-
eous and holy. 
 

Ephesians 4:22 MSG | …take on an entirely new way of life – a God 
fashioned life, a life renewed from the inside and working itself into 
your conduct as God accurately produces His character in you.

Big Idea: Jesus did not come just to redeem me but to remake me.   
 

How do we value change? 
 

We recognize how it’s done and making room for it to happen.   
 

Change is done by Christ’s Spirit, the Holy Spirit working in us.  
 

2 Corinthians 3:18b NLT | …And the Lord–who is the Spirit–makes us 
more and more like Him as we are changed into His glorious image.  
 

He changes us when we cooperate with His truth.  
 

Romans 12:2 NLT | Don’t copy (conform to) the behavior and customs of 
this world, but let God transform you into a new person by changing the 
way you think. Then you will learn to know God’s will for you, which is 
good and pleasing and perfect. 
 

He changes us when we cooperate with His family. 
 

Ephesians 4:11-13 NLT | 11Now these are the gifts Christ gave to the 
church: the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, and the pastors and 
teachers. 12Their responsibility is to equip God’s people. 13…that we will be 
mature in the Lord, measuring up to the full and complete standard of 
Christ. 
 

He changes us when we cooperate with His plans. (It starts with obedi-
ence.) 
 

Ephesians 4:30 NLT | And do not bring sorrow to God’s Holy Spirit by the 
way you live. Remember, He has identified you as His own, guaranteeing 
that you will be saved on the day of redemption. 

Going deeper on your own: Pastor Jay said, “Jesus did not come to com-
fort and join us in our sin, but to get us out of it. That’s why He said, 
‘Come follow me,’ not ‘Hey, let me join you.’” How has your life changed 
since becoming a follower of Jesus Christ? Are you becoming more like 
Him? Next Steps: Read 1 John 1:9, James 5:16, and Proverbs 27:17. Seek 
out a true friend to confess what is holding you back. Pray together and 
ask the Holy Spirit to help you go forward.
