
 We Value Being Significant 

 
Colossians 1:15-16 MSG |We look at this Son and see the God who can-
not be seen. We look at this Son and see God’s original purpose in eve-
rything created. For everything, absolutely everything, above and be-
low, visible and invisible, rank after rank after rank of angels—
everything got started in Him and finds its purpose in Him. 
 
We value making a contribution - Living on Purpose - God’s eternal pur-
pose.  
 
Ephesians 2:10 NLT |For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us 
anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good things He planned for us 
long ago. 
 
2 Timothy 1:9 TLB |It is He who saved us and chose us for His holy work 
not because we deserved it but because that was His plan long before 
the world began—to show His love and kindness to us through Christ. 
 
The Big Idea: God doesn’t save us just to give us a better life, but for 

us to make life better - Eternally better.  

 

How we value Living on Purpose (contributing):

Matthew 28:19-20 NIV | Therefore go and make disciples of all na-
tions, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 
Holy Spirit,  and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded 
you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.” 
 
Acts 2:46-47 NLT | They worshiped together at the Temple each day, met 
in homes for the Lord’s Supper, and shared their meals with great joy and 
generosity — all the while praising God and enjoying the goodwill of all 
the people. And each day the Lord added to their fellowship those who 
were being saved. 
 
2. Understand how God has made me and use it to build His family. 
 
Job 10:8 NIV | “Your hands shaped me and made me…”  
 
Ephesians 4:16 NLT | He makes the whole body fit together perfectly. As 
each part does its own special work, it helps the other parts grow, so that 
the whole body is healthy and growing and full of love. 
 
3. Understand where He has placed me and be used there. (Grow, serve, 
and lead where I’m planted).   
 

Colossians 3:23-24 NLT | Work willingly at whatever you do, as though 
you were working for the Lord rather than for people. Remember that the 
Lord will give you an inheritance as your reward, and that the Master you 
are serving is Christ.  

Going deeper on your own. Pastor Jay said, “Show me your tribe, 
and I will show you your future. Show me your tribe, and I will show 
you your life. If you want a better life, join a better tribe living for a 
higher purpose and get involved. Do something that matters to God 
and helps others. Do something you really believe in”. With this in 
mind, take time this week to examine who makes up your tribe. 
What is its purpose? Is it truly worth giving your life away to? Next 
steps: Join God’s church.

Connect to a place of service and serve 
there for six weeks.
