Daniel 3:28 NLT | “…He sent His angels to rescue His servants who 
trusted Him…”  

 

Psalm 37:25 NIV | I was young and now I am old, yet I have never seen 
the righteous forsaken or their children begging bread. 
 

BIG IDEA: God always delivers the faithful, so remain faithful even in 
hardships. 
 

Daniel 3:4-6 NIV | …“Nations and peoples of every language, this is 
what you are commanded to do: 5 As soon as you hear the sound of the 
horn, flute, zither, lyre, harp, pipe, and all kinds of music, you must fall 
down and worship the image of gold that King Nebuchadnezzar has set 
up. 6 Whoever does not fall down and worship will immediately be 
thrown into a blazing furnace.” 
 

Daniel 3:13-18 NLT | Then Nebuchadnezzar flew into a rage and or-
dered that Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego be brought before him. 
When they were brought in, 14 Nebuchadnezzar said to them, “Is it true, 
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, that you refuse to serve my gods or 
to worship the gold statue I have set up? 15 I will give you one more 
chance to bow down and worship the statue I have made when you 
hear the sound of the musical instruments. But if you refuse, you will be 
thrown immediately into the blazing furnace. And then what god will be 
able to rescue you from my power?” 16 Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-
nego replied, “O Nebuchadnezzar, we do not need to defend ourselves 
before you.  



17 If we are thrown into the blazing furnace, the God whom we serve is 
able to save us. He will rescue us from your power, Your Majesty. 18 But 
even if He doesn’t, we want to make it clear to you, Your Majesty, that 
we will never serve your gods or worship the gold statue you have set 
up.” 
 

Daniel 3:24-30 NLT | But suddenly, Nebuchadnezzar jumped up in 
amazement and exclaimed to his advisers, “Didn’t we tie up three men 
and throw them into the furnace?” “Yes, Your Majesty, we certainly 
did,” they replied. 25 “Look!” Nebuchadnezzar shouted. “I see four men, 
unbound, walking around in the fire unharmed! And the fourth looks 
like a god!”... 28 Then Nebuchadnezzar said, “Praise to the God of Shad-
rach, Meshach, and Abednego! He sent His angel to rescue His servants 
who trusted in Him. They defied the king’s command and were willing 
to die rather than serve or worship any god except their own 
God. 29 Therefore, I make this decree: If any people, whatever their race 
or nation or language, speak a word against the God of Shadrach, Me-
shach, and Abednego, they will be torn limb from limb, and their houses 
will be turned into heaps of rubble. There is no other god who can res-
cue like this!” 30 Then the king promoted Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-
nego to even higher positions in the province of Babylon. 
 
HOW TO HANDLE THE HEAT  
 

1. Don’t let culture determine my allegiance. (Pre-Game) 
 

2. Obey when it’s easy; Obey when it’s hard. 
 

3. Judge each situation by God’s promises, not the enemy’s threats. 
 

4. Obedience comes from love, not the promise of protection. 
 

5. Live life with obedient friends. 

Going deeper on your own: Pastor Jay said, “True obedience to God 
comes from love, not the promise of protection.” Do you obey God out 
of your love for Him, despite the circumstances? Have you chosen obedi-
ent friends to live life with? NEXT STEPS: Read the story of Daniel and his 
three friends in Daniel 1-3. What was the significance of Daniel’s diet? 
What was Nebuchadnezzar’s big miss in every situation? Do you recog-
nize the difference between Daniel’s worship of the God Most High and 
Nebuchadnezzar’s instruction to do so? Reflect on these truths and con-
sider how you can apply them in your own life this week.
